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ANNUAL REPORT OF TERRICK 
TERRICK NATIONAL PARK 

 
 
Located in northern Victoria, south east of Pyramid Hill, Terrick Terrick National Park 
covers approximately 6,000 hectares of remnant indigenous vegetation. 
The park encompasses a forested area (dominated by Box and White Cypress Pine), 
isolated granite outcrops 
(including Mount Terrick Terrick 
(Mitiamo Rock), Bennetts Rock 
and Reigal Rock), riparian 
vegetation alongside Bendigo 
Creek and indigenous grassland.   
Some of the grassland areas are 
ñsatellitesò of the forested area. 
The park was created to protect 
one of the largest, most intact 
tracts of indigenous plains 
vegetation in Victoria  and  
contains Victoriaôs largest stand 
of White Cypress Pine (Callitris 
glaucophylla). 
The park is highly regarded for its birdlife, especially the enigmatic Plains-wanderer, 
Diamond Firetail, Eastern Yellow Robin and Hooded Robin.  
It contains Victoriaôs largest known colony of Fat-tailed Dunnart.  
The grasslands are home not only to the Plains-wanderer and Fat-tailed Dunnart but also to 
Curl Snake, Hooded Scaly-foot and other grassland flora. 
At least 26 rare or threatened plant species occur on the grasslands of the park. Annual 
Buttons and Pepper Grass are endangered species not known outside of the park. The park 
contains the largest Victorian population of Bottle Bluebush, Fragrant Leek-orchid and 
Slender Darling Pea. 
The Friends of the Terrick Terrick National Park Incorporated is a non-profit-making 
organisation set up to promote the park and to assist Parks Victoria. 
For more than a decade, our Friends group has organised an ñactivities weekendò on the 
first weekend of October each year. During these weekends there have been nature walks, 
bird-watching, working bees, displays, guest presenters and park tours. In view of   
COVID-19 restrictions, the 2020 Friends of TTNP Weekend has been cancelled and our 
AGM delayed. 
Each year, a committee has been elected. The committee organises activities weekends, 
promotes the Park, assists Parks Victoria and lobbies to protect and enhance the Park.
